Mission

Many of us if we
have worked in
organizations of any
size are familiar
with the concept of
a mission statement.
Ideally, but

i certainly not
always, the mission statement keeps the energies of
the organization directed toward its main goal. My
former employer, The United States Air Force, has
this mission statement, “The mission of the United
States Air Force is to fly, fight and win....in air,
space and cyberspace.”

That statement has the virtue of being brief, fedus
and memorable, easily recalled by the greenest
airman or the most grizzled general. How does that
compare to another mission statement, the one for
Clifton Lutheran Church? Ours runs thus, “Clifton
Lutheran Church is a welcoming, multi-community
congregation of people, gathered by God and
nurtured in worship by Word and by Sacrament, in
order that each of us has the opportunity to: grow
faith amidst the chances and changes of thistéfe,
belong and be valued, and serve among the hopes
and hurts of our worlds.”

This looks like a combination of an organization
description and an organization mission statement
and though it has some fine sentiments it is
deficient in focus, brevity and memorability — so

much so that | recently offered $10 to any council
member who could come close to repeating it (I
certainly can’t). A mission statement which carét b
remembered might not be that useful.

The Clifton Lutheran statement also omits any
mention of the One who is the center of our life
together and who is the clearest revelation of the
God that our hearts all yearn for — Jesus. Thigisee
to be a more serious flaw. One of the first and
probably the most successful missionaries of all
time, the Apostle Paul, must have had something
like a mission statement. Perhaps some of it is
visible in Philippians chapter three where after
discussing all he had given up to follow Jesus he
wrote, “l gave up all that inferior stuff so | could
know Christ personally, experience his resurrection
power, be a partner in his suffering, and go al th
way with him to death itself.”

Could Paul's mission statement have looked like
this: “To know Jesus Christ, to experience his
resurrection power and to make Jesus and his power
known to others?” If so it worked pretty well and
besides, even | can remember that mission
statement!

In the next few months the Council will, among its
many other duties and ministries, be praying and
thinking about drafting a new mission statement for
Clifton Lutheran with the goal of presenting ittlhé
Congregational Meeting in 2012. It is not a closed
process so we gladly accept all ideas and
inspiration. There is a lot of faithful energy in

Clifton Lutheran. Maybe a useful mission statement
can help focus it so that it will bear the fruititihe
Master of the Vineyard, Jesus, delights in.

Actually, that’s not in the Bible

(CNN) — NFL legend Mike Ditka was giving a news
conference one day after being fired as the cohtieo
Chicago Bears when he decided to quote the Bible.

“Scripture tells you that all things shall pass¢hoked-
up Ditka said after leading his team to only fiviesv
during the previous season. “This, too, shall ass

Ditka fumbled his biblical citation, though. Therpke
“This, too, shall pass” doesn’t appear in the Bildka
was quoting a phantom scripture that sounds like it
belongs in the Bible, but look closer and it's tiadre.

Ditka’s biblical blunder is as common as preachers
delivering long-winded public prayers. The Bibleyma
be the most revered book in America, but it's @se of
the most misquoted. Politicians, motivational sgeak
coaches - all types of people - quote passages that
actually have no place in the Bible, religious dal®
say.

These phantom passages include:
“God helps those who help themselves.”
“Spare the rod, spoil the child.”

And there is this often-cited paraphrase: Satampted
Eve to eat the forbidden apple in the Garden ohEde

None of those passages appear in the Bible, andsone
actually anti-biblical, scholars say.

But people rarely challenge them because biblical
ignorance is so pervasive that it even reachespgrofi
people who should know better, says Steve Bouma-
Prediger, a religious professor at Hope College, in
Holland, Michigan.

“In my college religion classes, | sometimes qubte
Hesitations 4:3 (‘There are no internal combustion
engines in heaven’),” Bouma-Prediger says. “| wait
see if anyone realizes that there is no such botke

Bible and therefore no such verse.

“Only a few catch on.”

Few catch on because they don’t want to - peo@tepr
knowing biblical passages that reinforce their pre-
existing beliefs, a Bible professor says.

“Most people who profess a deep love of the Bilaeeh
never actually read the book,” says Rabbi Rami Bbap
who once had to persuade a student in his Bibksaa
Middle Tennessee State University that the sayihig “
dog won't hunt” doesn’t appear in the Book of Pinge

“They have memorized parts of texts that they ¢angg
together to prove the biblical basis for whatevés they
believe in,” he says, “but they ignore the vastarigy of
the text."

Phantom biblical passages work in mysterious ways

Ignorance isn't the only cause for phantom Bibleses.
Confusion is another. Some of the most popular faux
verses are pithy paraphrases of biblical concapbé®
of folk wisdom.

Consider these two:
“God works in mysterious ways.”
“Cleanliness is next to Godliness.”

Both sound as if they are taken from the Bible, but
they're not. The first is a paraphrase of a 19thturgy

hymn by the English poet William Cowper (“God moves
in a mysterious way, His wonders to perform).

The “cleanliness” passage was coined by John Wesley
the 18th century evangelist who founded Methodism,
says Thomas Kidd, a history professor at Baylor
University in Texas.

“No matter if John Wesley or someone else came up
with a wise saying - if it sounds proverbish, peopl
figure it must come from the Bible,” Kidd says.

Our fondness for the short and tweet-worthy mag als
explainour fondness for phantom biblical phrases. The
pseudo-verses function like theological tweets:yTiee
pithy summarizations of biblical concepts.

“Spare the rod, spoil the child” falls into thategory.

It's a popular verse - and painful for many kideud
