I have long been a fan of the follically-challenged, donut loving patriarch of the Simpson family. And it is more than 
our physical similarity that is endearing. His dreams, schemes, antics and missteps are all too familiar, and when I 
laugh at him I know I’m laughing at myself. 
 
Miles from perfect, Homer is always nonetheless pursuing perfection and the big score. Yet they consistently elude 
him. He would also like to preside over a family in which there is sweet harmony, like that of Ned Flanders next door, 
but he is helpless to create that harmony and more often than not helps destroy it. Yet somehow the family endures in 
spite everything. They might misunderstand each other, frustrate each other and even trip each other up but they remain 
bound together in all their imperfection by a tenacious love. Their minds and bodies might always not be in the right 
place but their hearts are. 
 
Most of us have recently received yearly holiday update letters from acquaintances, friends and family. The letters 
usually recite stellar accomplishments of family members, exotic travels; promotions, etc. (although, as a Wall Street 
Journal article noted recently, some have been toned down after the severe recession). Nevertheless, these are not the 
kind of letters the Simpsons would send out. And when I read some of these I wonder what is left out, what events have 
caused them to reach down to the depths of love for each other, which for me is grounded in the love of God through 
Christ for us all. It is in encountering, dealing with and transcending such events by drawing on that love that a person 
or a family really becomes ‘real’. 
 
No matter how hard we try there are times when ‘pathetic’, as in absurd or laughable, might be the best word to 
describe us or our families. This does not make us hopeless but merely human and, being human, fit subjects for God’s 
grace which, more powerful than all the king’s horses and all the king’ men, can miraculously pick us and our families 
up and put us together again.

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When Jack, my beloved, was first diagnosed with 
Lewy Body disease I read a quote by the writer, 
William James- “Be willing to have it so:  
acceptance of what has happened is the first step to 
overcoming the consequences of any misfortune.”  
That seemed good advice since I was rebelling at 
the whole worst case scenario,” this could not 
happen to us!” 
 

As an artist I know life, like painting, has to have 
contrasts to be effective, no lights without darks, no 
joys without sorrows.  Now we are coming into 
December a year later. Payne’s Gray is a December 
pigment “no shade, no shine, no fruits, no flowers, 
no leaves, no birds!” poet Thomas Hood wrote of 
December! 
 

For a long time, I, who love and use and dream in 
and taught COLOR felt I was living in a Payne’s 
Gray world without Jack. What for many years had 
made me whole had imploded, collapsed; his long 
three year illness and death ripped away my center.  
 
 
A tragedy for me although yes, of course, I know 
many have it worse but this is small comfort when 
hurting. 
 

Missing every moment your reason for being is a 
physical ache that does not go away, and hoping to 
meet again is honestly not entirely believed. 
 

Through it all, a thin tenuous thread of feeble prayer 
offered to God, knocking on the doors of heaven 
sustains one.  No matter how haltingly awkward 
they may be, with doubts and rebellious questions, 
they are still a kind of prayer, and He accepts them 
in any form, I believe this. 
 

The first year after a devastating personal loss, 
contrary to what we are told, is not always one of 
healing and adjustment or even relief that suffering 
is over. Often it is made up of fear of being totally 
alone without the ever present love you have been 
accustomed to, took for granted, thought was your 
entitlement.  Family and friends are a great support 
but one wishes not to over burden them lest they be 
driven away. At times one feels quite bereft and 
very alone. Yet I was blessed with two daughters 
sending me love and moral support from Australia, 
and two completely wonderful loyal sons standing 
beside me, always ready to help Mom. 
 

All year there were pain filled lonely firsts; our 
birthdays, wedding anniversary, holidays, ordinary 
days of thinking “this time last year..“ 
 

Since in truth I had been spoiled, taken care of, 
cosseted, now I had to do things by myself I had 
never done. This required a lot of self-lectures, “Of 
course you can do it!” I imagined Jack saying “Suck 
it up! Just DO it, and smile, baby, smile!”  I know 
him well after 65 years of marriage!  If there is a 
secret to that, it must be we gave each other space to 
grow and to grow up and expand our talents.  We 
had some separate avocations, sports and hobbies so 
I really thought I was a fairly independent person, 
Was I wrong!  It was Jack who made me strong.. 
We grew up together in marriage. 
 

Small fairy tales we tell ourselves helped me.  I had 
lost confidence in driving after we went to one car, 
and Jack did most of the driving. When I was forced 
to do this on my own, I called on my Guardian 
Angels; Alison  our granddaughter in heaven and 
Noel, a baby we’d lost, and talk aloud, “Girls get in 
the car with me and help me to drive safely!” This 
worked for me like a small miracle. That hurdle has 
been overcome. 
 

Some find solace in group grief counseling, I could 
not bare my raw emotions to strangers.  Reading 



survivors stories they tell us that somewhere 
something seemingly minor comes along that 
revives an interest in  life as you pursue it. Maybe 
volunteer work, walking the dog, a new project or 
stringing beads.  It becomes a therapy.. a blessing.. 
What in the past had been almost daily joy, 
painting, teaching art, I had no inspiration for, as 
yet. I’d always been obsessed with cooking for our 
family of 4 and extended family. An artist friend 
has encouraged me to join with her in writing a 
seafood cookbook, “Artists in the Kitchen” . This is 
my therapy, as we invent recipes and laugh together 
over our titles for them.. and illustrate the sections. 
 

Soon December 14, the day Jack left me last year,  
(two days after our anniversary) will arrive. I think 
seriously of what got me through all the falls, 
frightening hallucinations, nursing home visits, 
stress related illnesses for me (facial shingles and 
breast cancer) and I know it was prayer.  Constant 
inelegant, inept, rebellious prayer offered night and 
day, often desperately.  I used each bedtime the 
formula from confirmation days; ACTS: adoration, 
confession, thanksgiving, supplication (for me, and 
intercession for others).  I posted on my refrigerator 
directions to follow every day. No, I did not always 
do them but it reminded me to persevere and try 
again the next day. 
 

“Pray every day. Give thanks every day. Laugh 
every day. Walk every day  Paint or write every day 
so that joy shines through despite disaster.” 
 

I prayed for courage and strength. I prayed to see 
Jack through his devastating illness. I prayed 
through tears. Finally I prayed God would take him. 
When he lay in a coma already out of this world, his 
sons and I whispered to him, “It is all right to go.” 
 

Prayer is healing and sustaining me still. Prayer is 
my connection to Jack. Even when you just barely 
believe, pray! 
 

“Ah dearest Jesus Holy Child, make thee a bed, soft 
undefiled, within my heart that it may be, a quiet 
chamber kept for thee.”

(Editor’s note:  This Faith Journeys article was 
written prior to December, making all references to 
the coming of that month relevant to the article’s 
content.)  
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A couple of weekends ago, I volunteered to do a 
transport for an animal rescue group called Life’s 
Little Paws.   On that day I picked up Jack, Napoli 
and Annie from a home in Salem, MA, and drove 
them to New Hampshire, where they were placed in 
a foster home for care and evaluation until a 
permanent home can be found for them.  Jack, 
Napoli and Annie (pictured above) were the well 
cared for and loved companions of their former 
owner, until she died of cancer a year and a half 
ago.  Since that time, they had lived in the home 
with the surviving spouse, who is an older 
gentleman who was unable to take proper care of 
them.  Over time their daily lives had come to be 
one of unintended neglect and sadness.    
 

Life’s Little Paws is a unique rescue organization, 
in that their goal is to keep dogs in rescue out of 
shelters and other places where animals are held in 
pens and cages, with only a small run for exercise.  
Instead, they place dogs in foster homes, where they 
receive warmth and love from the very start.  They 
do this because they believe these poor creatures 
have been through enough, and they view it as 
essential to restoring their faith and trust in human 
beings, once again.   
 
When Jack, Napoli and Annie arrived at their new 
foster home, the trio was met by Annette and Brian, 
their new foster mom and dad.  Annette and Brian 
have done foster care for rescue dogs for many 
years, and they are “pros” when it comes to filling a 
void and providing love.   Within the framework of  



their home are two additional spaniels, both with 
special needs, that they at one time had fostered, but 
who have now become a permanent part of their 
family. Now that the trio is re-homed with their 
foster parents, they will be washed, groomed and 
checked out for any underlying health issues by the 
rescue group’s veterinarian, after which time they 
will be posted for adoption.   
 

If anyone is interested in adopting one or more of 
the trio, or if you would like to help out by fostering 
a dog, (foster homes are always being sought) 
volunteering some time, or perhaps make a 
donation, you can learn more about Life’s Little 
Paws on their website at www.lifeslittlepaws.com.  
Information on Jack, Napoli and Annie can be 
obtained by clicking on to the “Available Dogs” 
link on the website banner, or you may contact me 
here at the church at infoclc@verizon.net and I will 
be happy to provide you with background 
information on the three dogs.  
 

There are many other fine breed specific rescue 
groups in addition to Life’s Little Paws.  These 
organizations can be found on the Internet by 
Googling the breed of interest, followed by the 
word “rescue”.  Breed specific rescues have one 
thing in common, and that is to rescue dogs that 
have been neglected, abused or abandoned, and 
keep them out of shelters that often euthanize 
healthy animals that are not adopted after a certain 
period of time.   The work that they do is invaluable 
to the lives of helpless animals whose survival relies 
on the kindness of humans.     
 

In the months to come, I will write updates as to the 
progress being made with re-homing Jack, Napoli 
and Annie, as well as information on the other  
transports I will be making for Life’s Little Paws. 
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Thanks to all who have pledged and thanks again to 
Louise and Mike for their inspired leadership.
