                                                                   Spirit Life 
 
  Lutherans are familiar with the greeting “The Lord be with you.” And we know the proper response is “And 
also with you.” But in more distant times the response was “And with your spirit.” I heard a radio program some time 
back reporting that the Roman Catholic Church had given the option to parishes to return to the older wording of spirit, 
to remind people in a world of overwhelming materialism, that there is also a greater, enduring world of the Spirit.  

 
Madonna famously sang that she was a “material girl”.  And the art historian Kenneth Clark referred to the 

modern age as the age of “heroic materialism”. Because we cannot scientifically measure spirit it is tempting to reduce 
ourselves, our lives, and our world to the simply material. But most of us sense that there is in us and in others 
something that transcends and outlasts our physical condition and circumstances. We are intimately connected with our 
bodies but we are not identical with our bodies. There is in all of us something that is beyond the ravages of time, an 
eternally youthful spirit that looks in the mirror at our aging visage in bemused disbelief. There is something in us that 
yearns for that which is beyond the time and decay which rules the material. 

 
That something yearns for communion with the divine. The Gospel of John states that, “God is spirit and those 

who worship Him must worship in spirit and truth.” and St. Augustine spoke of that yearning when he said of God 
“Thou hast made us for thyself and our hearts are restless until they find their rest in Thee.”  

  
Most of us could write a passable autobiography of our material life – where we were born, educated, what we 

did for a living, etc. but we might find it more challenging to chronicle that other deeper life which we all have – our 
spiritual life. But that, in a most profound sense, is where, in all its light and shadows, the real “me” resides. The old 
questions, perhaps regarded as corny by our modern age, are still apropos, “How is it with your spirit? How is it with 
your soul?”  
 

The given for me then is that we all have a spiritual life and another given is that it is an area of the deepest 
feeling and passion. Where we often fail is in really seeing and owning that area of our life, and in sharing it with 
others. We at Clifton Lutheran do not so much have to develop a passionate spirituality as to share that unique 
spirituality which each of us already has. 
 

You will hear more about spirituality and the spiritual life in the future at Clifton Lutheran. You will hear 
different people share reflections on their spiritual life and journey. You will have opportunities to become more aware 
of and deepen your spirituality through prayer, dialog with others, engagement with scripture and through listening to 
others share their spiritual life. The goal is to become more and more aware of ourselves as spiritual beings.  

 
Our material circumstances can change in a moment, but if we are spiritually alive to God through Christ we 

can know a peace which passes the world’s understanding. So Paul wrote “I have learned in whatever state I am, to be 
content. I know how to be abased, and I know how to abound. Everywhere and in all things I have learned both to 
be full and to be hungry, both to abound and to suffer need. I can do all things through Christ who 
strengthens me" (Philippians 4:11-13).

There is a ton of information from the 
property division, so I'll try and provide a brief 
update for all of you.  

 
First, a big round of applause for Steve Maio 

and his assistants for the new sign out front. 
Continued ovation for Steve for the dehumidifier 
for the church. It offers comfort for the lower levels, 
and removes moisture which has been negatively 
impacting the building. The parking lot fence 
replacement is another exterior touch up. The 
painting is still scheduled for July, weather has been 
a setback.  

 
Moving to ongoing projects, we have the 

cement surface of the handicapped ramp, security 
plan, and landscaping.  Steve is continuing work 
with contractors to formulate a solution to the ramp 
surface problem. A security plan is being 
formulated to ensure the safety of our staff and 
congregation. In keeping with security, some 
landscaping alterations have been done to clear door 
areas of trees that shield those areas. Tree roots 
were also a structural concern for the foundation. 
Other landscaping will be done at the southwest 
corner of the property to increase the visibility of 
our new sign. 

  
The lawn mowing, to date, has been 

completed by our faithful crew, but there are always 
openings. Feel free to stop by and weed, plant or 
prune as your schedule allows.  
 

I want to make a special point to let 
everyone know, that although these property 
projects have big price tags, the property folks are 
working hard to keep costs down. For example, the 
dehumidifier was originally priced at three thousand 
dollars for a pair of units that would handle the 
space. Steve managed to get a newer model, Energy 
Star rated, single unit which will perform the same 
output for $1,695.00- almost half price. The 
painting quote was two thousand less than previous 
estimates. JC Fence of Salem gave us wholesale 
price for a savings of over $150!  

 

I appreciate every ounce of patience and 
assistance with the property adventures.

Here we are in month two of the Faith 

Journey editorials from a church council 
member.  Louise did such a fabulous job that I 
feel I may pale in comparison, but here I go… 
 

I feel so fortunate to know so many 
people, in addition to our Clifton family, who 
not only “talk the talk” about their faith, but 
“walk the walk”, as well.  And if you knew me 
when I was young, you never would have 
believed I would be so blessed to know these 
people. 
 

I grew up in a Lutheran church in 
Arlington Mass.  St. Paul Lutheran was a bigger 
church than Clifton, but not by much.  I 
attended Sunday school, taught Sunday school, 
and ushered during my teen years, but I never 
considered myself one who “believed” in God.  
I did have faith in the good in people, 
nonetheless.  Now as most know, Lutheran 
churches are not plentiful in this part of the 
country, in fact I feel confident in saying, that I 
was part of the only Lutheran family in 
Medford.  My hometown was full of Irish and 
Italian families who attended the Catholic 
Church.  
 

What really brought me to believe in 
God and realize the importance in having faith 
in God, was twofold. First, my mother would 
tell stories about how God would provide, and 
more times than I can count, our family always 
seemed to “make it” though tough times.  Our 

family was close and we remain close to each 
other today, because of our involvement in 
church.  
 

I also credit Camp Calumet for 
introducing me to the idea that going to church 
can be “cool”, singing songs about God or Jesus 
is okay, and having a Bible and knowing how to 
use it, does not make you a dork.  Even now, 
when I hear that someone worked at Calumet, I 
know that they are good, hard working and 
faithful.    
 

My faith is not only in God, but also in 
our family at Clifton, in Camp Calumet and the 
ELCA.  I am a part of something big, and 
although it can sometimes be challenging to 
have faith, I continue to learn each day and to 
see the Holy Spirit move though those around 
me, and that renews my faith. 
 

It was not too long ago (when I got 
married) that I debated whether to go to a 
Catholic church.  I spoke with the priests from 
two different parishes in the area and I came 
pretty close to making the transition.  It was my 
brothers Karl and Knute who talked me out of 
it.  Because they were so active in their 
Lutheran churches, they could talk to me 
without sounding hypocritical.  Their main 
point, I remember, was that you will to be part 
of a family, not only a religion.  I remember 
that, and I feel lucky to have heard their 
opinions. 
 

One of the most important lessons that I 
feel I can share, is that we all continue to 
change during our faith journey.  Sometimes 
during my faith travels, I find myself feeling far 
away from God and my church.  Sometimes, I 
feel closer than ever.  But I try to remember 
always, to stay active and keep my heart and 
soul open for the Holy Spirit to work its
