The formula was used in a letter from Pope Leo | to
members of that synod, respondinghgesies they wers
confronting. (Primarily, it was added to the Creed
order to oppose the Arian heresy, which taught that
Son was a creature and not God.) At the third synoi
Toledo in 589, the ruling Visigoths, who had been At
Christians, sulmitted to the Catholic Church.

For Luther the Spirit is the author of preaching the Gospel and, simultaneously, gift to humankind enc
the Word. He stressed both theirB@s the creator of the new life and as indwelling witness. He professel
such things as "raising oned6s children, |l oving
At the same time, Luther taught and ELCA Lutherans professwiithin the Church, the Spirit works throuc
the Word and Sacraments, so ELCA Lutherans appreciate Word and the Sacraments as instruments of
which "feed" our faith.

"In binding the Spirit to the external means of Word and Sacrament,rlditheot deny the inner working of
the Spirit. However, he did understand these to be safeguards against the excesses of subjectivism and
emotionalism, a kind of romanticizing or ecstatic internalization of the Spirit. He disputed the (Reformatiol
fanatics' right to appeal to special inspirations apart from revelation or Word and Sacrament ... and noted
Spiritdos pr op estrengtioenirkg inifagh.”pr eci sel y a

As Luther put it in his explanation to the third article of Apostles' Creedstill professed by ELCA

Lutherans:
... the Holy Spirit has called me through the Gospel, enlightened me with his gifts, and sanctified aneldp
me in true faith, just as he calls, gathers, enlightens, and sanctifies the whole Christian church on earth.

will raise me ad all the dead, and will grant eternal life to me and to all who believe in Christ. This is
certainly true."

Dear Members and Friends of Clifton Lutheran
Church,

Many of you have never met me, but | am
privilieged to serve as your Natural Church
Development Coaclicor the last yeaanda-half, |
have beme working with your Health Team, and
your pastor, as they developed a loagge plan to
strengthen the life of the congregation in the area of
Passionate SpiritualityMy name is Anne Deneen. |
am the Pastor of a small lively ELCA church in
nearby Gloucster, and I've enjoyed my work here
at Clifton.

Natural Church Development is a tool to help
understand our congregations, what we do well
together, and areas where we might need to grow.
Last year, about thirty of you participated in a
survey of lo&ing into various aspects of your life
together. Pastor Dave has written about this already,
as have some of the members of your Health Team,
so | don't want to repeat what they've said.

My role has been to walk alongside the Team as we
brainstormed and @hned a process that would help
lift up passionate spirituality as an important area of
our Christian faith.

What we've discovered in our conversations with
Clifton members over the last yeanost of ushave
sturdy lives of prayer, and a deep faithour Lord
Jesus; most of us feel deeply connected to God and
to God's Word.We hear amazing faith stories when
we talk about them. But many of us don't talk about
our life of prayer, or our relationship with Jesus.
Passionate Spirituality, at least a®'ve come to
understand it, is already a part of our lives; it's
implicit in all we do, and often just under the
surface. However, we needed to find ways to lift it
up, to make it a little more visible and audible to
each other.

To help make thahappen, the Health Team
began several new ventures, among them monthly
columns in the newsletter called "Faith Journeys"

written by members of Clifton LutheranThe
Council expanded their devotional and visioning
portion of their monthly meetings, which
strengthened the faith and the relationships of
Council members, and increased their sense of
purpose. Part of the learning during this year
included reconnecting with our Lutheran heritage in
a series that featured a biography of Luther, and a
"Luther" movie night after potluck. Studying
together irsmall groups contributes to building
mutual trust so that we can share our faith stories
and our passion for GodPastor Dave led three
excellent bible studies; often it's in small groups
that we hear what owbrothers and sisters are doing
and thinking. Another area of exploration involved
Temple Talks about our spiritual lives, offereal
Sundays, during the servicePersonal witness
nearly always touches people's hearts, and apens
upto sharingour staiies.

We've noticed some quiet transformations, but
we are still working to raise awareness of this
amazing, SpirHedprocess of spiritual growth. In
the future we hope to see and hear more about
everyone's life in faith. We hope toeate more
opportunities for conversation and fellowship
together, for listening and learning together. We'd
like to continue to explore Christian
spiritualitythrough the use of novels or short
stories, asve didwith "The Shack." We're planning
a prayer retreat foheFall.

Part of what we'll do next is evaluate where we
are nowand take another NCD survey in the fall.
The results of that survey will help us plan for the
next round of growth.

Perhaps you have ideas of ways to lift up
passionate spiritlity here at Clifton. The Health
Team, Pastor Dave, anavbuld love to hear them.
We'd love to hear your stories of faith, too, of the
ways Jesus has touched your life, of the ways the
Holy Spirit has guided you, of the ways the Gospel
has comforted yau One of the best parts of our
work has been to support the spiritual life of
Clifton, every day in prayer. One or more of us is
always around to answer questions about what we're
doing, to offer resources and encouragemaTd to
listen to your ideas. Bly God kindle your hearts in
faith and love as we go forward together.
