 The Season after 
Pentecost 
(Pentecost, June 12, 
is the great festival 

that marks the birth of the church by the power of the 
Holy Spirit and occurs fifty days after Easter) 

 

Theme: 
The Church fulfills the Great Commission 

Dates: 
The Season after Pentecost lasts from the day 
after Pentecost to the day before the first Sunday 
in Advent. Thus it begins on 13 June 2011 and 
ends on 26 November 2011. 

Colors: 
In most churches, the decorations are green to 
symbolize the growth and life of the Church.  

Scripture Readings: 
The Revised Common Lectionary appoints 
Scripture readings for use in worship during the 
Season after Pentecost. 

The East: 
In Orthodox churches, this season lasts from the 
day after Pentecost through 14 November. 

 

     

 

 

 

 

 

 

The Season after Pentecost is essentially the part of the 
year that is left over after everything has been�accounted 
for. The name of this season varies widely from church 
to church—it can be called Kingdomtide, Dominiontide, 
or Ordinary Time. In most churches, the general theme 
of the Bible readings and sermons concerns the church’s 
mission in the world. 

The Season after Pentecost begins on the day after 
Pentecost. In the Western Church it ends on the Saturday 
before the First Sunday of Advent. In the Eastern 
Church, it ends on 14 November. 

The main holy days during this season are as follows: 

The Western Church 

·  Trinity Sunday , the Sunday after Pentecost, the 
celebration of the Holy Trinity. 

·  The Transfiguration. In many churches, 6 
August is the commemoration of the 
Transfiguration of Jesus Christ on Mount Tabor. 
In the Revised Common Lectionary, it has been 
moved to the Last Sunday after the Epiphany. 

·  Holy Cross Day, 14 September, originally 
commemorates the alleged discovery of the true 
cross in Palestine in the fourth century. In 
Lutheran churches, it is the occasion for 
preaching on the theology of the cross. 

·  All Saints’ Day, 1 November, the Christian 
Memorial Day on which all who died for their 
testimony of Jesus are remembered. Many 
American churches use All Saints’ Day as an 
educational, Christian alternative to the secular 
Halloween, by having a party and a special 
service for children, who dress in costumes to 
represent heroes of the Christian faith. The 
practice of having a harvest festival to avoid the 
secular Halloween is ironic, since that puts us 
right back into the pagan things we were trying 
to avoid. The word Halloween itself is a 
contraction of All Hallows’ Evening, which is 
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the original English-language Christian term for 
All Saints’ Eve. (‘Hallow’ is an old word for 
‘saint.’) Lutherans celebrate Reformation Day 
on 31 October. Martin Luther posted his debate 
topics on the day before All Saints’ Day to take 
advantage of the crowds who would pass by on 
their way to services. 

The Eastern Church 

·  All Saints’ Day, the Sunday after Pentecost, the 
Christian Memorial Day on which all who died 
for their testimony of Jesus are remembered. 
Eastern Christians celebrate Trinity Sunday on 
Pentecost. 

·  Holy Cross Day, 14 September, originally 
commemorates the alleged discovery of the true 
cross in Palestine in the fourth century. 

·  The Transfiguration, 6 August, the 
commemoration of the Transfiguration of Jesus 
Christ on Mount Tabor. 

Roughly speaking, the Western Church consists of 
Protestants, Catholics, and Anglicans. The Eastern 
Church consists of the Eastern Orthodox churches, the 
Orthodox Oriental churches, and the eastern-rite 
churches affiliated with the Roman Catholic Church.

    My Faith Journey

Everyone embraces religion and God in their own 
way.   This is my journey. 
    
I grew up in a Catholic household.   My parents 
were wonderful teachers. They did all the right 
things. They introduced their kids to God, they had 
us go to church every weekend and they had us 
enrolled in CCD classes.  My parents made sure that 
we participated in all the major milestones; first 
communion, confession, and confirmation by age 
16.   But once confirmed, they treated all their kids 
as adults and allowed us to approach religion in our 
own way.  They no longer forced us to go to church.   
Being the rebellious 16 year old I was, I chose not 
to go.   I had decided church and God was not the 
thing for me.   
 
As time went on, my family became what I call the 
United Nations of religion.   I stopped going to 
church, my brother and my dad continued go 
regularly to the Catholic Church, one sister joined 
the Boston Church of Christ, my other sister joined 
the Congregational church, and my mom joined the 
Baptist church.   It made for interesting 
conversations at holiday meals.    It wasn’t until 
college that I made my way back into a church and 
started thinking more about God and religion.   I 
started to regularly attend a church right on campus.  
It was the first time in my life that I really felt part 
of congregation.   It was full of young college kids 
and lead by a Priest not much older than we were.  
All of us could identify with him.  He kept the 
sermons simple, guilt free, low pressure, and full of 
relevant topics that we could reflect on.   I felt it 
was place where I could go and feel relaxed, sing 
songs, and enjoy the company of others, while 
escaping the pressures of school.   After graduating 
from college, I strayed yet again.   I don’t really 
have an answer as to why; I just didn’t leave any 
room in my life for God. 
 
So fast forward to 1999, I met this beautiful 
Southern belle named Sandy.   When we first 
started dating, we didn’t talk much about religion, 
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but we knew early on we were meant for each other 
and got married (I leave that story for another time).     
We all have had someone in our lives, who at one 
time or another; have had a dramatic impact on our 
lives.  Sandy was one of those people for me.  She 
gave me the “gentle” push to start going to church 
again.  We began visited several churches in 
Marblehead searching for a place we both could feel 
comfortable.    Sandy grew up Lutheran and I grew 
up Catholic, so we thought an Episcopal church 
would be good compromise.    We visited the 
Episcopal churches in Marblehead on several 
Sundays, but didn’t come away feeling like they 
were the right fit us.  Then we attended Clifton 
Lutheran.   During that first service we attended, 
Pastor Dave’s delivered a great sermon, and to top it 
off it contained references to sports and sprinkled 
with light humor.   Sandy and I both looked at each 
other that day and knew CLC was the place for us.   
We came back several times, passing on the many 
invites for coffee hour.   That was mostly my doing.   
You might say I was kind of afraid of hanging out 
with a bunch of evangelical Lutherans.   It was a 
strange concept for me, growing up Catholic.  We 
never had coffee hours, let along even staying after 
church to socialize.   Over time the invites kept 
coming for coffee hours and I finally said yes, and 
you what, it wasn’t that painful. Turned out there 
was some great food and fellowship every weekend. 
In that first year of attending CLC, I believe it was 
2000 or 2001; two significant things happened to 
me which help me get over the fear of becoming 
part of church again and making more room for 
God in my life.   The first was when Pastor invited 
me over to dinner at his house.   Sandy couldn’t 
attend; she was off flying for Delta Airlines.   I 
joined Pastor and Linda Franks along with Jim and 
Tanya Nye.   We had a great meal and some great 
conversation.    They made me feel very welcome 
and at home and made me want to stay at CLC.    
The next event was when Sandy persuaded me to 
attend a religious retreat in North Carolina called 
Via deCristo.  That took some doing on her part.   I 
was very reluctant at first.  I have never been one to 
talk in the open about my religious beliefs, so going 
to a retreat with a bunch of strangers and talking 
about God was simply out of the question.  Sandy 
kept pushing and I finally relented, in part because 
she was also able to convinced Pastor Dave to 
attend with me.   I can tell you that it was a very 

powerful experience for me and made me think a 
great deal about my life and my relationship with 
God.   I have Pastor Dave to thank for being there 
for me, but most of all I have my loving wife, 
Sandy, to thank for helping me find my way.   
During that weekend, we sang “Amazing Grace”, 
and you know, for the first time I really heard the 
words to that song and understood what it was all 
about.

But I am just glad 
that I can share it with my beautiful bride Sandy, 
my two wonderful kids Christopher and Jennifer, 
and all of you, my extended family of Clifton 
Lutheran Church.
