To be in the Holy
Spirit means to be in heaven, for the Kingdom of
God is “joy and peace in the Holy Spirit”

We look forward to Pentecost, “Last and Great
Day” when the Holy Spirit comes, and thus in
Holy Communion, it is He who seals and confirms
our ascension into heaven, who transforms the
church in the body of Christ and therefore,
manifests the element of our offering as communion
in the Holy Spirit.
