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Before | start, I'd like to thank the members of CL
for all of their kind thoughts, prayers and the
beautiful flowers that were sent for my mom’s
memorial service. She was a great lady; a wonderful
mom; an inspiration as a parent and as a Christian.
She is deeply loved and will be greatly missed vy u
all.

I'd like to share a recent experience | had with my
daughter, who is in her final year at UMass Amherst
majoring in environmental science. She asked me
at the dinner table one night how I could reconcile
my faith with the evidence of science. This was
clearly not a topic | was prepared to answer "an th
spot” and since she is at a stage of her life where
she is struggling with her faith and looking for a
path forward, | wanted my answer to be thoughtful,
fatherly, and scholarly. We've all had times in our
lives where we have questioned our faith. Linda
and | have given both our kids an opportunity to
"learn the basics" by introducing them to the Bible
and prayer at home, and “encouraging” regular
church  attendance, Sunday School, and
confirmation. We try to set the right examples for
them, “practicing what we preach” so to speak. |
was lucky enough to grow up in a home with
similar standards, and while | truly believe that
Faith is, by in large, a gift from God, | also know

that this would seem to be a cop-out to a young
adult who is struggling with her faith.

| truly believe that, as Luther so beautiful sayis
explanation of the Apostle’s Creed, “God made me
and all creatures; that He has given me my body and
soul, eyes, ears, and all my members, my reason
and all my senses, and still preserves them”. But
did He do it all in six days? Dr. Francis Collins,
who directed the Human Genome Project and who
was recently appointed Head of the National
Institutes of Health (NIH), wrote a wonderful book
that | recently read. It is entitled "The Languaiie
God" and refers to the language in which God
created life. Our genes describe that languageyusin
a simple alphabet called the genetic code. Collins
has both a brilliant scientific mind and is a devou
Christian (kind of like me, | guess!!). The book,
written by a scientist, presents evidence for belie
A year or so ago, he was a guest speaker at a
seminar at UC Berkley. You can watch it on
YouTube(http://www.youtube.com/watch?v=DjJA
Wuzno9Y). As it turns out, his presentation does a
great job articulating the basis of my own faith.
Watch it if you get a chance. In the end, he
reconciled evolution (scientific theory) with faiky
making the following statement in what is known as
Theistic Evolution.

"Almighty God, who is not limited in time
or space, created a universe 13.7 billion
years ago with its parameters precisely tuned
to allow the development of complexity over
long periods of time. God's plan included
the mechanism of evolution to create the
marvelous diversity of living things on our
planet. Most especially, that creative plan
included human beings. After evolution had
prepared a sufficiently advanced "house"
(the human brain), God gifted humanity
with the knowledge of good and evil (The
Moral Law), with free will and with an
immortal soul. We humans used our free
will to break the Moral Law, leading to our
estrangement from God. For Christians,
Jesus Christ is the solution to that
estrangement.”

| think that this statement is fully consistentiwihe
teachings of Christian faith that I grew up with.
Furthermore, it recognizes that we as human
beings, have "discovered" some of the wondrous



works of God, and that God continues to give us the
opportunity, through scientific inquiry and

discovery, to learn more about his wonderful
creations.

THE GIFT OF LIFE

October 15, 2009
To my friends of Clifton Lutheran Church,

On Thursday, October'1l donated one of my
healthy kidneys to a needy woman in Harrisburg,
Pennsylvania. | do not know her personally, but we
are the same age, and medically, we were a perfect
“match”.

| took part in goaired living donation program
This program allows many people to benefit from
receiving a living functioning kidney, and extend
their lives.

The surgery took place at New York- Presbyterian
Hospital (Cornell) on Thursday and involved 4
other hospitals nation-wide (UCSF, UCLA,
Pinnacle in PA, and Stanford). In total, 10 people
donated living kidneys and 10 received. | am so
grateful that my mother, Sharon traveled with me

and was by my side throughout the entire
experience.

For my surgery, a hand-assisted laparoscopy was
used. With this method, the surgeon made a 2 inch
incision around my bellybutton and used a special
hand-assist instrumerd Gelport devicgallowing

him to safely place his hand through the incismn t
help remove my kidney. My surgery was
performed at 5am, and by 12 noon the same day, it
was successfully transported to Harrisburg, PA,
implanted in my recipient where it immediately
began functioning for heWhat a medical miracle!

After 2 nights at New York -Presbyterian hospital,
was discharged and spent one more night in New
York before returning home on that Sunday. It has
been 2 weeks since my surgery, and | feel almost
back to normal. The recovery has been fast, with
minimal restrictions. | need to take it easy with
minimal lifting for another week or so.

CBS evening news has taken interest in this story,
and has followed it coast to coast. The segmelht wi
be airing in beginning of November—I will keep
you posted on the exact date.

Most of us are born with 2 kidneys. We only need
one to live a healthy productive life. | donateg m
“spar€ and feel amazing having done so.

CONGRATULATIONS TO OUR
TWO NEW DOCTORS
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Two young members of our congregation have
recently obtained significant academic honorsll Bi
Hall (son of Bill Sr and Mary Hall) and Amy Franks
(daughter of Pastor Dave and Lynda) have now
achieved the elevated status of “Doctor”; Bill as a
Doctor of Medicine and Amy as a Doctor of
Philosophy. Many of you know both of these fine
young people very well, but others may not be as
familiar with them, since they have both spent a
considerable part of the last few years “locked
away” in academia, working hard to obtain their
doctorates. As fellow congregants we are
immensely proud of their achievements and we
thought that it would be very appropriate to give
you a brief synopsis of their church and academic
histories, so that you could get to know themtkelit
more. This month we will feature Bill.

The Hall family joined Clifton Lutheran Church in
1981 when Bill's parents, Bill Sr. and Mary,
brought their first-born, Jess, to be baptizedll B

Jr. was born in April 1983 and was baptized in May
of that year. Like many young congregation
children at that time, Bill attended Sunday School
and later served as an acolyte. At one point the
children’s choir had reduced to two members — Bill
and Peter Lovely, but that didn’t prevent them from
“serenading” the congregation at many services (a
big difference from the current size of the childse
choir isn't it?). Bill also performed in the araiu
CLC Talent Show and played clarinet solo at some
of the Sunday morning services.

For many years Clifton Lutheran organized a
Vacation Bible School during the summer, which
was very popular with the local children as well as
the congregation members. Bill was a teacher at
the VBS and reports have it that the girls wentgra
trying to get into his class (after all, he is good
looking fella!). He was confirmed in October,
1995, and also served as an Assistant Ministel unti
he went to college. As you can see, Bill wasry ve
active member of our congregation during his
youth.

Bill's academic record is truly impressive. He
graduated from Swampscott High School in 2001.

University in Milwaukee, Wisconsin, where he
received a scholarship to study biomedical
engineering.

Bill has now been accepted to complete a 5 year
residency in the field of radiation oncology at the
Emory University Medical Center in Atlanta,
Georgia. He plans on a future career in academic
medicine, combining his interest in brain tumors
and CNS malignancy research with minimally
invasive neurological techniques.
