. Martin Luther and the Lutheran Church

A Lutheran Church?

Martin Luther (b. November 10, 1483, in Eisleben, Germedniebruary 18, 1546 in Eisleben) is known as the Father o
Protestantism. He had studied to become a lawyer before becamiaggustinian monk in 1505, and was ordained a priest
in 1507. While continuing his studies in pursuit of acir of Theology degree, he discovered significant differences
between what he read in the Bible and the theology and practidesahurch. On October 31, 1517, he posted a challerjge
on the church door at Wittenberg University to debate 95dbewll issues. Luther's hope was that the church would reform
its practice and preaching to be more consistent with the W@daas contained in the Bible.

What started as an academic debate escalated to a religious warbfuidey temperaments and violent language on both
sides. As a result, there was not a reformation of the chutch ¢eparation. "Lutheran” was a name applied to Luther and
his followers as an insult but adopted as a badge of hgribemn instead.

Lutherans still celebrate the Reformation on October 31 ahtditil to the basic principles of theology and practice
espoused by Luther, such®sla Gratia, Sola Fide, Sola Scriptura:

We are saved by thgrace of God alone— not by anything we do;
Our salvation is througfaith alone — we only need to believe that our sins are forgiven fors€hsake, who died
to redeem us;

TheBible is the only normof doctrine and life — the only true standard by which tegshand doctrines are to b
judged.
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Another of Luther's principles was that Scriptures and vijorsded to be in the language of the people.

Many Lutherans still consider themselves as a reforming movesighirt the Church catholic, rather than a separatist
movement, and Lutherans have engaged in ecumenical dialogueheititbtirch bodies for decades. In fact, the
Evangelical Lutheran Church in America has entered into coopetativeommunion” agreements with several other
Protestant denominations.

Luther'sSmall Catechism, which contains teachings on the Ten Commandments, the égd3teed, the Lord's Prayer, Haly
Baptism, Confession and Absolution, Holy Communion liodning and Evening Prayers, is still used to introduseppe
to the Lutheran faith, as is tiAeigsburg Confession. These and other Lutheran confessional documents includegliBadk
of Concord may beordered from the ELCA Publishing House at 800-3888 or www.augsburgfortress.org.




Past services - summer special music much
appreciated, have enjoyed using the Haugen
liturgy, and liked having some scripture read
from congregation, discussion about
dramatizing more scripture during worship
perhaps employing children and youth.

Praise Service — will continue to try to have
it 1/month combining traditional choir and
praise choir.

Discussion about having lay witness during
upcoming services, perhaps as temple talks
even if an ordained pastor presides. Also a
discussion about having choir members and
other musicians share their stories as a way
of encouraging people to become involved
in the music ministry.

Hand bells in worship — a tentative schedule
of music pieces have been set; attendance at
rehearsals has been encouraging. Discussion
about putting tables in the choir loft but
probably not enough room. Vic mentioned it
is easier to coordinate bells with choir when
all are in front, although it can look

crowded.

Luther's Hymn Mass will be used again on
Oct. 25. More effort to obtain names of the
recently departed to be read during the Nov.
1 All Saints worship was recommended. Pr.
Walter will be here both on Oct. 25 and
Nov. 1. Healing Service with Praise Service
will be on Oct. 18.

Enrichment — Bonnie has generously
volunteered to lead Enrichment for the
younger children during the sermon.

Advent — opinion leaning against having a
vespers’ liturgy during Advent, perhaps
instead have a mid-week prayer-study group

after a kick-off prayer retreat led by Pr.
Anne Deneen.

Hanging of the Greens and Christmas
Program — sentiment supported having
HOTG again this year. Barb will engage the
Sunday School students and will work with
Sarah and use Mike for advice. A work day
needs to occur the Saturday before to get the
church ready. People liked the version we
used last year so copies of that can be
distributed for planning. There was not too
much support for a formal Christmas
program but some support was voiced for a
musical program at perhaps another time of
the church year (Lent?).

Acolyte/Usher/Security training — Mary
continues to work with the acolytes,
discussion about the need for some kind of
dress code (e.g. no sneakers). Mike is
researching getting vests for the ushers and
continues to work with Teresa on the
security issues.

Youth led worship — this was done in the
past and could be a good thing to do in the
future. Barb suggested that Ali would be
willing to help recruit youth for the service.
We could perhaps coordinate it with
significant times in the school year, such as
graduation or the start of the school year.

This quote of Martin Luther’s is a great part of my
own spirituality leading to my own journey of faith
The quote is “He who sings prays twice”. (Twice
and slowly — think about it!) For Luther, as for
every medieval man, music was not just a beautiful
ornament for church festivals; it was an essential
ingredient of the life and the spirit of soul. Hiso
experienced music as a power for life and order.

| made an observation last Sunday as | looked
around during the service, and people for the most
part, children included, were singing the liturdica
responses without the use of the program. They
were using the programs, however, for all spoken
responses including the creed.

| would like to trace back parts of my own faith
through many years. | was born into a musical
family. My dad was a musical director and organist
at First Lutheran Church in Malden. | guess the
genes played a great part in my musicianship, but
let’s start at the beginning...

As a very young child, one of the very first hymins
learned was “Jesus Loves Me”. (Sing or speak)
What a complete Christian theology for a child.
When, as an older person | played the piano for the
children, they had a favorite song, “Praise Him.”
(Sing or speak) | remember the children singing
this with incredible enthusiasm, certainly feelihg
spirit. At about age nine, | attended Bible camp o
Lake Winnepesaukee. In the evening, we would go
down to what we called Sunset Tryst and sing. We
would sing songs that combined nature and music.
The sunsets were beautiful, enhanced by singing. |
must tell you, especially the children, this wasdo
before Camp Calumet.

My own church was First Lutheran in Lynn where
we all grew up. This laid the groundwork for my
love of the Lutheran liturgy and hymns and |
anxiously looked forward to singing in the church
choir, but since there was no children’s choir dl ha
to wait until | was confirmed. We had a wonderful
music director who happened to be my Godfather
and a very close friend of my father. During high
school, | attended Bible Camp, again in a Bible
camp that was set up for high school students and

held in Connecticut. We had a big choir of all of
the students attending and it was here that | met
Corrine Languedoc many years ago. She did a lot
of solo singing and | played for her. It was here,
too, that | met Pastor Bob Nordlander, who had just
been ordained. He asked me where | was going to
college, and | told him I would like to go to a
Lutheran college that had a music major, so we put
forth a strong appeal for Gustavus Adolphus. He
said it was the best.

The next four years at Gustavus had a large
influence on my spirituality and faith. We weré al
enrolled in Christianity courses and attended daily
chapel. The highlight of my college years was
membership in the concert choir. We sang
repertoire from all periods of the church year &nd
was this that inspired me and called me into church
music.

In addition to my church music, | also became a
school teacher and taught music in public schools,
Gordon College, and for the German government in
Berlin. | used my love of sacred music in

performances with all my students. We even
performed, “It's Cool in the Furnace” with younger

choruses. This is the story of Daniel and King

Nebuchadnezzar. It was really fun to get one ef th

male teachers to portray the king. Hopefully, kwa

able to awaken some spirituality in my students.

As we get accustomed to various styles of new
hymns and settings of the liturgy, | hope that the
spirituality of many of us can grow and change as
well. | would like to close with another of my
favorite quotes. Pastor used it last Sundays tiheé
signature of J.S. Bach’s conclusion to his work,
“Soli Deo Gloria” — To God alone be the glory. In
other words, the glory of this music belongs to God
and not to me.

The 11th Biennial Churchwide Assembly (CWA) of
the ELCA that gathered in Minneapolis this past
summer was a remarkable event filled with
inspirational worship, debate, decision-making and
the sharing of community in Christ. Alongside the
joy of a new full communion relationship with the
United Methodist Church and a new commitment to
the eradication of malaria, the work of the assembl
included the vote to accept a social statement on
human sexuality and the decision to begin work on
the revision of policy changes that will allow five
rostering of persons who are in committed same-
gender relationships. None of the above is new
information for you, but conversation continues on
these issues across the country, and it will cometin
for a long time.

In order to provide an opportunity for our own
conversation about the work of the 2009 CWA and
what it means for our congregations and for the
New England Synod, we have planned three days of
“CWA Conversations” that are open not only to
rostered leaders, but to any members of ELCA
congregations who want to attend to learn about the
work of the assembly, ask questions about the
decisions and look ahead to what these matters
mean for the work of the gospel.
