While the congregation continues to give their  
offerings, summertime tends to be a hard time to 
pay bills for any church.  Clifton is no exception.  In  
June, we used $4000 from the building fund to 
cover expenses relating to the dehumidifier, which  
 
was approved by your council and needed for years, 
as well as general expenses due to the month delay 
in Parsonage rent payment.  Our Property Manager 
continues to work with our renters to get them 
caught up and as of August 18th, has been 
successful.  As a reminder to the congregation – 
Our budget for 2009 was approved with the 
possibility of transferring up to $24,207 from the 

endowment fund to cover our operating expense 
including the $22,800 per year in mortgage 
payment.  While we have not tapped into any 
endowment fund, we continue to monitor our 
operating budget to keep our expenses as low as 
possible.
